Strategic Overview

them with high-authority, benefit-driven copy that addresses specific skin concerns while maintaining an authentic,
educational voice.

Beauty buyers don't buy ingredients—they buy transformation. But they're also highly skeptical of exaggerated claims.
This copy had to walk the tightrope between aspiration and credibility, using scientific transparency to build trust while
maintaining the emotional resonance that drives skincare purchases.

Key Strategy Pillars

o The "Heavy Lifting" Pivot: Skincare buyers are increasingly educated. Rather than hiding behind vague
“natural beauty" language, this copy shifted to "Technical Transparency"—explaining why L-Ascorbic Acid was
chosen over cheaper vitamin C derivatives, why three ceramides matter instead of just one, and why oat-
derived cleansing agents outperform sulfates. This establishes the brand as an honest, results-oriented expert,
not just another "clean beauty" marketer.

It validates the emotional benefit while preemptively
defending against skepticism.

¢ Insight #4 - Oil Penetration Science: "Oil carries these [nutrients] deeper into skin than water-based
products ever could" educates on why oil matters, creating a logical reason to add another step to their
routine. This overcomes the "isn't moisturizer enough?" objection.

¢ Insight #5 — Anti-Greasy Reassurance: "No greasy residue on your pillow" addresses the #1 fear about facial
oils. By naming and dismissing this concern early, the copy removes the biggest barrier to purchase.
